Redwood Falls - On April 22, the
New Ulm Diocesan Council of
Catholic Women held their annual
convention at the Church of St.

As part of the general business meet-
ing, the assembly passed the resolu-
tion "In Support of a Marriage
Amendment." The commission and
committee coordinators, as well as
the historian, presented written
reports on their work over the last
year and treasurer, Joan Rosenhamer,
reported that over $95,000 was con-
tributed by the New Ulm Diocesan
Council of Catholic Women to chari-
table works over the last year. This is
an increase of over $15,000 from last
year. And, because this report can
only reflect what is actually reported
to the diocesan treasurer, this amount
probably only represents a portion of
the actual amount the women of our
diocese, through the Council of
Catholic Women, donate to charita-
ble causes.

A big thank you goes to the New
Ulm Diocesan Council of Catholic
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Women Board for their work on this
year's convention. They are an
amazing group of women, and our
diocese is blessed to have such dedi-
cated women serving in this capacity.
We also thank the CCW of the
Church of St. Catherine in Redwood
Falls for hosting this year's conven-
tion. Their hospitality was greatly
appreciated by all in attendance.
