Schreiner retired from the
active ministry in June, 1990, and
became the Chaplain at Divine
Providence Hospital and Home in
Ivanhoe for the next six years. At
that time, he moved back to his
hometown of Watkins and
continued to assist the priest of St.

Schreiner is
currently residing at the Hilltop
Nursing Home in Watkins.
