The Hilary and Elizabeth Mohr Catechist Formation Fund was established to benefit and enhance the 
quality of religious education in St. Raphael Parish and in the entire Diocese of New Ulm. To that end 
they have established four different areas of education this fund would provide financial support for 
formation of catechists. They include the following: 
 
Area 1 – Catechist Faith Formation Days or comparable special days offered to broaden  
 faith experiences. 
Area 2 –  Scholarships for workshops and/or seminars related to teaching religious education.  
Area 3 –  Online college courses – University of Dayton or other colleges for faith formation. 
Area 4 –  Catholic college scholarship toward a degree in church ministry/leadership. 

 
These funds ($1,000 in each of the four formation areas) are available to residents of the Diocese of 
New Ulm who are practicing Catholics with a special and separate appropriation for members of St. 
Raphael’s Parish in Springfield, MN. 
 
Normally, application deadlines for pre-approval and/or post-approval are March 15 and September 15. 
After these deadlines, applications will be reviewed, scholarships awarded, and notifications letters sent 
by April 15 and October 15. This first year of 2009/2010 application deadlines will be January 15 and 
March 15, 2010. Notification letters will be sent within 30 days of these two deadlines. If pre or post 
approval has been granted, payment of funds will be made upon completion of the course or workshop 
and submission of the following:  (1) verification of attendance in the course or activity, (2) a receipt 
verifying payment, (3) a ministry impact (100-200 word) statement, (4) a completed registration form. 
This information must be submitted to the Catechist Formation Scholarship Committee of the Diocese of 
New Ulm or St. Raphael Parish Scholarship Committee in Springfield. If pre-approval has been granted, 
payment for any of the four areas must be applied for within 60 days after the actual class or workshop is 
completed. After receiving the approved course completion forms, the payment check would be 
automatically issued within 30 days. Pre-approval is recommended for any scholarship in any of the 
four areas, but is required for Area 4 - Catholic College Scholarships. Please note however, that 
applying for payment without pre-approval after the class does not imply that the class or workshop will 
necessarily be funded.
