Pier Giorgio’s Secret Life

Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati (1901-1925) was ypung
handsome, popular, well educated, and wealthy. & w
also remarkably devoted to the Rosary.

Beloved especially among young people and among
university students in particular, Blessed PierrGim
was an extraordinary young person who had the férve
prayer life of a mystic. As the son of a socially
prominent Italian businessman and politician, Pier
Giorgio was a member of the Turinese elite. He ags
rigorous and ardent about his athletic life as he w
about his prayer life: hiking, horseback ridingguntain
climbing, skiing, and bicycling were some of higdate
activities. He often attended the theater and wad bf

art, literature, and music. Behind the scenes, khewe
lived a different Pier Giorgio.

His secret life as an extraordinarily generous launuble
servant to the poor began to be revealed aftetdath
from polio at age twenty-four. Pier Giorgio moseliy
contracted the disease when he was visiting the sic
When his funeral was held, the streets of Turinewer
filled with mourners, many of them, the poor, sick,
lonely, and aged that Pier Giorgio had helped thinowt
his short life. He sacrificed much to help Turin’s
downtrodden, such as when he took all the money his
father had given him at his graduation and gave tithe
poor. Even on his deathbed, he offered instrudtidnis
friends and family about how to care for the pobiow
had come to depend on him. Much to the surprise of
even his own family, Pier Giorgio had impacted lihes
of thousands of the faceless poor of Turin.

Pier Giorgio’s inner life was rich as well. He oftepent
the night before the tabernacle, kneeling befoee th
Eucharist in profound prayer. He belonged to aunoet
Eucharistic adoration group and was one of the most
devoted members. One of his favorite prayers was th
Rosary. He even cultivated plants whose seeds héwo
use to make the rosaries for his friends. His yosas
always with him, either encircling his hand as ratked
to and from church or hiked up mountains, or in his
pocket, to be retrieved at any moment. In the firers
of his life, Pier Giorgio prayed the full fifteenysteries
daily and was a steadfast promoter of the Rosary,
something that did not always draw favorable aitent
While he was entirely silent about his help to poer,

he was sometimes criticized for being an exhibisbn
with regard to his Rosary devotion. But those who
criticized him were often won over in time.

Pier Giorgio’s love for the Rosary and the Euchawias
accompanied by a great simplicity of faith in antible
would offer the coat off his back to someone withou
one; he fed the hungry and housed the homelesede
a positive, simple, faithful life and this was timeasure
of his sanctity.
